His
statements about the meaning of the artistic word in the modern world more than 30
years ago did not lose their relevance.

He notes the unity-like nature of world literature: | think that world literature is
able to help humanity, in these strenuous hours, to properly recognize itself, despite
what biased people and parties offer; to stop our eyes doubling and darkening, to unite
the division of scales, transfer the experience of some peoples to others, and some
peoples with the same power of recognition and the pain, as if they were going through
it, and therefore they would be protected from the cruel mistakes of the evening. And
at the same time, we, most likely, will be able to develop a worldview in ourselves: in
the center of the eye, like every person, looking closely, we begin to master what is
happening with our eyes. in the rest of the world. And we compare and observe the
proportions of the world. He calls the writer the main bond of the nation, the press
secretary of the national language. He believes that literature can help the world at a
time of boiling.

Literature contributes to the education and development of new generations, helps
to open new horizons for the improvement of humanity and leaves a unique imprint for
future generations. Modern literature requires a fresh look at everyday things. No
matter how a person changes, no matter how time looks at life, eternal values do not
change. He lives, enjoys life, if he feels a solid ground under his feet. But with this
shaking of the soil, a person opens the pages of Revelation. And, of course, the best
guide to the search for truth has always been and remains a huge layer of cultural
heritage, which includes the experience of many generations.
